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The IAQ2010 meeting will be held in Chalon-sur-Saône, France, April 21-23, 2010.
The first day (21.04) is dedicated to the theme of the conference: 

Research projects carried out since 1990 on the monitoring and the mitigation of pollution inside heritage buildings (museums, archives, historic buildings…) have initiated strategies for the better preservation of artefacts in the long term. We would like to review how this knowledge is currently used by professionals working in the field. Are these strategies actually put in practise? If yes, what are the difficulties encountered? This theme will be covered particularly during the first day of the conference through case studies and field trips to cultural heritage sites (museums, city library, archives churches…) of Chalon-sur-Saône.

The 2nd and 3rd day (22-23.04) will cover other topics:
· Analysis

· Interaction of air pollutants and objects

· Problems and applications in practice

· Preventive measures

· Topic 5 (1 session): Problems and applications in practice + preventive measures (& interaction of air pollutants and object)
